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Self-Salvation
A Study in Pelagius' Liberated Anthropological Theology

Pelagius (354-418 AD) is considered one of the most significant religiously
liberated philosophers in medieval philosophy in general and early Christian
thought in particular. This is due to his reliance on a rational approach in his
theological anthropology. He presented a rationally liberated religious
anthropological philosophy during a period when the church dominated all aspects
of doctrinal and intellectual life. Pelagius adopted an anthropology that elevates
the status of man in life and calls for self-awareness to achieve self-salvation. He
advocated for the freedom of the human will in managing all actions and rejected
the idea of inheriting original sin, that humans inherit the sin of Adam (peace be
upon him), and must atone for it. Moreover, he advocated for the goodness of
human nature, that it is not corrupt or burdened with any sin, and that man does not
need divine grace to be received in order for his actions to be righteous. However,
his actions are what determine his fate in this life and in the afterlife.
